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In modern conditions, social insurance should be considered as a basic institute of
sustainable human development, in the centre of which is a person and his needs, the quality of
satisfaction which influences the social, economic and environmental development of the state [1,
p.151].

Ukraine, positioning itself in the international arena as a state with a socially oriented
economy, should constantly improve its own system of social security for the population. However,
nowadays, the social insurance system of Ukraine does not confirm its status as a socially-oriented
economy, due to the wide range of problems both in the activity of the social insurance funds
themselves and in the problems related to the economic situation in the country.

These days, there are three compulsory social insurance institutions in Ukraine, such as: the
Compulsory Unemployment Social Insurance Fund, the Social Insurance Fund, and the Pension
Fund of Ukraine. These funds are funded by a 22% payroll. The distribution of these funds between
social insurance funds is uneven, so the largest share is in the Pension Fund of Ukraine, about 85%,
about 9% belongs to the Social Insurance Fund, the smallest share in the Compulsory Social
Insurance Fund in case of unemployment - about 6%.

Despite the fact that the largest part of the funds from the payment of a single social
contribution goes to the Pension Fund of Ukraine, every year the state at the expense of the State
budget is forced to cover the deficit of the Pension Fund of Ukraine.

The unsatisfactory state of the present compulsory social security system is due to the
following main reasons:

- the existence of significant social differentiation of the population, as well as a significant
gap between the incomes of the population from different regions;

- the existence of a deficit of the State Budget of the country, which reduces the ability to
improve the social security system, as well as to subsidize social security funds;

- high unemployment and low minimum wage in the country;

- non-transparent activity of social security funds;

- the presence of a shadow economy, which hinders the growth of budget revenues of social
insurance funds.

Today, there is no national social insurance doctrine in Ukraine that would scientifically
justify the possibility of developing the system in an organic way related to the wage system, the tax
system, the state and politics of the labor market, demographic situation and forecasts. When
developing a system of recommendations and management decisions in the field of social
insurance, it should be remembered that social insurance is the most acute tool that can transform
the cornerstones of social life [2, p.3].

Nowadays, the modernization of Ukraine's compulsory social security system should take
place in these three main areas. The first direction is the implementation of the insurance principle
in the social insurance system. The second is improving the administration of the current system of
compulsory state social insurance. The third aspect is the introduction of new social security
institutions, in the sphere of insurance which provided by current legislation, have been tested by
the best international practice, but are not currently available in Ukraine. They primarily include a
mandatory occupational pension system, a fund for guaranteeing insurance payments under life
insurance contracts, and a Compulsory State Health Insurance Fund [2, p.4].

According to the first direction of modernization of social insurance, in particular the
application of the insurance principle in the social insurance system, the main steps to achieve it
should be: limited solidarity between the insured; a clear relationship between participation in
system financing and the level of payments; the isolation of funds, namely the creation of a
personalized accounting system that will make it possible to put into practice the above. The second
strand is to help to optimize the use of compulsory social security funds. The third direction of
modernization of social insurance will allow to fill the existing gaps in the system of compulsory
social insurance in Ukraine [3, p.35].
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Establishment of these institutes and their functioning should take place at the parity
participation of the state and the population. The presence of balanced social security and social
security systems in the country as basic elements of population protection will contribute to the
political and economic stabilization of society as a whole.
