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THE RISE OF SINGULAR THEY

Singular they is the use in English of the pronoun they, or its inflected or
derivative forms, such as them, their, themself, or themselves, as a gender-neutral
pronoun to refer to a single person.

For a long time, the use of the so-called ‘“singular they” was considered
incorrect. This is thanks to a group of 18th century grammarians who decided that
indefinite pronouns like everyone are always grammatically singular. So, even though
they usually imply a plural even if they are grammatically singular, and though there
Is a lack of gender identification of such pronouns and words like person or friend,
masculine singular pronouns were used for reference to them, e.g. Everyone should
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
